BNE: Thousands of people cycled naked around 50 cities
worldwide on June 11. The naked cyclists were protesting
against the world’s overuse of gasoline. The 2005 World
Naked Bike Ride website* urged people to strip and ride. It
said: “Join the world’s largest naked protest against oil

dependency and car culture in the history of humanity.”

In London, hundreds of protesters cycled past the British
Houses of Parliament, the U.S. Embassy and many famous
sights. They were protesting against the West’s obsession
with cars. Total nudity was not necessary to join in the rides.

Organizers asked people to “just go as bare as you dare”.

One protestor said: “It's a protest against oil dependency and
car culture, and the overuse of cars for unnecessary reasons.
There is too much pollution. It stinks in London, and we use
too much fossil fuel.” The protestors wanted the world to
understand that the bicycle is a very good way of protecting

the environment.
