The UN is also pushing for economic sanctions against Zimbabwe and a travel ban on government officials. Nelson Mandela spoke up against Robert Mugabe, saying there was a “tragic failure of leadership in Zimbabwe”. UK Prime Minister Gordon Brown said that Zimbabwe had reached a new low point: “We will work with international partners to find a way to close this sickening chapter that has cost so many lives,” he said.
