Italian hostage freed in Afghanistan

BNE: An Italian aid worker, held hostage in Afghanistan for almost a

month, has been freed by her captors. Clementina Cantoni, 32, was
kidnapped by an armed gang as she was driving through Kabul on May
16. She was forced out of her car at gunpoint and whisked deep into
central Kabul’s labyrinthine streets. Her abduction sent shockwaves
through the expat and aid worker community in Kabul. Rumors quickly

circulated of a hostage taking campaign by remnant Taliban operatives.

Italian state television announced the news of her release in a special
bulletin on Thursday evening. A spokesman from the Italian foreign
ministry confirmed the news to waiting press. The air had been thick
with speculation all day after Italy’s defence minister Antonio Martino
spoke optimistically of her imminent release. It is believed no ransom
was paid to secure her freedom. It is still unclear who the kidnappers

were or what their motives were.

Ms. Cantoni works for the aid agency CARE International helping
Afghan widows and their children. Her plight became the focus of
attention for many Kabul residents. Thousands of schoolgirls petitioned
in the streets for her swift release. The Kabul government was also
instrumental in negotiating with her captors. Interior Ministry
spokesman Latfullah Mashal reported Cantoni to be “in good health
given the 24-day ordeal she went through”. Needless to say, her family

in Milan is over the moon.
